· Use two people to move appliances in confined spaces or if you feel you need help.
· Remember T.I.L.E – 
TASK – What are you doing, can you do it safely?
INDIVDUAL – Remember only lift or move what you can safely manage.
LOAD – What are you lifting / moving? Can you grip it safely? Use safety equipment to help you – ask for further support if you need it.
ENVIROMENT – Where are to moving the appliance from & too? Is your path clear? Are there any steps or narrow places? Remove any trip hazards and always take the shortest, safest route.
